Youth in Service Leader 
(AmeriCorps: 900 hour / half-time position)
New Jersey After 3, a nonprofit dedicated to expanding and improving afterschool opportunities, currently runs programs in over 100 schools throughout the state, serving 15,000 youth. NJA3 created its AmeriCorps Program to engage students in service learning activities that build their sense of civic responsibility, enhance their academic lessons with hands-on activities, and address vital needs in their communities.    
AmeriCorps members with NJA3 are placed in one of its afterschool programs as the Youth in Service Leader and plan fun and meaningful service learning activities at the program. During their term, members work directly with elementary and middle school students. Service examples include activities that educate and encourage students to improve the environment; promote healthy habits; increase tolerance; and beautify the school and community. In addition, AmeriCorps members assist at the program in a variety of other ways and fulfill additional duties as assigned.   
The NJA3 half-time AmeriCorps position consists of a 900-hour term of service that begins in September 2008 and runs through July 2009. Placements are available throughout New Jersey. The typical work schedule is Monday to Friday, 1:00 – 6:00 pm, but will vary from school to school. 
Responsibilities 

· Create service learning activities at an afterschool program and fulfill additional duties as assigned
· Serve as a mentor for students 
· Attend workshops and trainings
· Submit periodic reports that reflect service activities and accomplishments 

· Attend National Days of Service and events sponsored by NJA3 and/or the NJ Commission on National and Community Service.

Qualifications
· Must be 17 years of age or older

· Must have a High School Diploma or Equivalency, or must be working towards the GED

· Must be a US citizen or Permanent Resident of the US

· Must complete 900 hours of service 
· Must have a desire to work with children and help others
· Must be comfortable planning lessons and projects, and using a computer to report activities
