It will take 2 – 3 weeks for Junior Achievement (JA) to get you  the curriculum, so plan to start this process 2 – 3 weeks before you want to begin using the curriculum.

1) Complete the JA Application Form (yellow) & fax  it to JA at (609) 419-0581 – you will receive your JA curriculum in 2 – 3 weeks
2) As soon as you receive the curriculum - complete the Implementation Form (orange) and fax it to JA at (609) 419-0581 with the exact dates you have scheduled your JA activities

3) Run JA classes with students – record the attendance in youthservice under the group activity “Junior Achievement”
4) Once the classes are complete – Fill in the NJA3 Completion Form (pink) and fax to (609) 419-0581
