1500 STUDENTS VOLUNTEER AT NJ AFTER 3

NATIONAL & GLOBAL YOUTH SERVICE DAY, APRIL 21ST
National & Global Youth Service Day (N&GYSD) is the largest service event in the world!

NEW BRUNSWICK, NJ – (APRIL 23, 2007) – New Jersey After 3 (NJA3), the statewide nonprofit network of afterschool programs throughout New Jersey, rallied more than 1500 students to their 19th Annual National & Global Youth Service Day (N&GYSD) hosted on Saturday, April 21st at the William Paterson University in Wayne, NJ.

N&GYSD is the largest service event in the world mobilizing youth to identify and address the needs of their communities through service, and has brought together more than 34 million people in thousands of communities nationwide. New Jersey After 3 was selected as the lead agency to represent the State of New Jersey on this national and global occasion to empower youth in service learning activities.

The NJ After 3 event focused on making healthy living fun. The event culminated a year-long program involving service learning activities focused on combating childhood obesity and promoting health and wellness. The children from the NJA3 afterschool programs and their family members participated in health screenings, health & safety workshops, and received a rolling-backpack, generously donated by PSE&G, filled with nutritional information and art supplies provided by Crayola. Additionally, can-goods were collected and donated to the Community FoodBank of Hillside, NJ, and AMERIGROUP Community Care kindheartedly donated 3,000 sun-visors, half of which were crafted by the children and donated to Camp Happy Times – a one week overnight camp (run by the nonprofit organization, The Valerie Fund) for children aged 5-21 who have or have had cancer. 

The event also included healthy games, exercises, a football toss with five-time NFL Pro-Bowl Defensive Back, Troy Vincent, a 1-mile fundraising walk led by four-time Track & Field Olympian, Joetta Clark Diggs, and a step performance by the number one U.S. Step Team, Dem Boyz, recently featured in the motion picture ‘Stomp The Yard’. 

“All of these activities illustrated to the children that being fit can be fun, and that giving back to the community through healthy endeavors can offer the reward of a lifetime,“  said New Jersey After 3 President and CEO, Mark Valli.  Mr. Valli demonstrated his commitment to promoting the importance of healthy eating habits by proudly wearing a corn-stalk costume.  “I feel a bit corny, but it is truly aMAZEing how great exercise and the right food choices make you feel,” quipped Valli.
